Ride-In Bike Show Classes

· #1 -Classic:  Any bike with a manufacture date before 01-01-1983.  Bike must remain mostly in stock production form.

· #2 - Mild Custom:  Any bike that retains stock frame, swing arm, and bodywork.  Bike may have customized paint, wheels, chrome, seat, handlebars, etc.
  
· # 3 -Full Custom:  Any bike that may or may not retain stock frame, swing arm, and bodywork..  Manufactured bikes that may show in this class in stock form include, but are not limited to:  American Iron Horse, Bourget Customs, Orange County Choppers, Sucker Punch Sally, Big Dog, Indian Larry Legacy, etc.

· # 4 -American Dresser:  Any model of American manufacture that is designed for touring purposes.  Bikes in this class must have saddlebags or top case.
 
· # 5 - Import Dresser:  Any model not of American manufacture that is designed for touring purposes.  Bikes in this class must have saddlebags or top case.

· # 6 - Sport Bike:  Any make or model whose lineage is derived from racing.

· # 7 - Cruiser:  Any model bike that retains mostly stock form that was produced by the manufacturer as a bare bones motorcycle meant for boulevard cruising.

· # 8 - Standard:  This class is reserved for motorcycles that have an upright riding position and have only fundamental parts (ie: Sportsters, Bonneville’s, etc.)  
 
· # 9 - Special Interest:  This class is designed for any bike that may or may not conform to any of the classes previously mentioned.  This class is meant especially for Trikes, Sidecar rigs, Rat bikes, or any other type of unusual motorcycle.
Registered Bike Show participants registered for the “Thunder on the Avenue” event will be eligible to vote for a “People’s Choice” class winner.  All motorcycles entered in any class above will be eligible to win “People’s Choice”.
